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ASI Course Description & Unit Breakdown:

Students in grade eleven study the major turning points in American history in the twentieth century. Following a review of the nation’s beginnings and the impact of the Enlightenment on U.S. democratic ideals, students build upon the tenth grade study of global industrialization to understand the emergence and impact of new technology and a corporate economy, including the social and cultural effects. They trace the change in the ethnic composition of American society; the movement toward equal rights for racial minorities and women; and the role of the United States as a major world power. An emphasis is placed on the expanding role of the federal government and federal courts as well as the continuing tension between the individual and the state. Students consider the major social problems of our time and trace their causes in historical events. They learn that the United States has served as a model for other nations and that the rights and freedoms we enjoy are not accidents, but the results of a defined set of political principles that are not always basic to citizens of other countries. Students understand that our rights under the U.S. Constitution are a precious inheritance that depends on an educated citizenry for their preservation and protection.

1. Grading: Lessons are created utilizing the California State Content Standards, and all coursework is created to ensure standards mastery. Though late assignments are generally not accepted, upon teacher discretion, a student may be required to make-up, complete, or revise an assignment to ensure course mastery. Assignments or tests missed due to unexcused absence or tardy will be recorded as a zero (0) with no make-up opportunity. 
2. Homework: 
a. Students will receive a homework assignment on Monday & it is due on Friday of the same week.  Homework may include reading, an assignment based on classwork, completing work begun in class, working on quiz cards, or reviewing for an exam. Students are expected to work on their formal writing assignments and projects at home. Students MUST keep all work, even if it has been graded.
b. If you are absent, all work is due the following day (see: Missing Class). All work must be done in blue or black ink, unless otherwise noted. Any attempt to pass somebody else’s work as your own will result in disciplinary action. 
3. Missing Class: If you are absent, make-up work is your responsibility. You will have as many days as you were absent to complete the missing work for full credit. Make-up work is due before the tardy bell rings for your period on the day the assignment is due. It is up to you to call a classmate to find out what work needs to be made-up, or you can see the teacher on your own time (not during class time) on the day you return. Work/tests cannot be made up if the absence is a truancy or due to lockout.

4. Personal Hygiene: Brushing hair, applying make-up, etc. is not to be done inside the classroom at any time. Do this on your own time in the restroom. 

5. Food & Drinks: No gum, food, snacks, candy or drinks (except water) in the classroom.

6. Electronic Devices: No electronic devices (cell phones, games, i-pods, video,  etc.) allowed outside of your backpack in the classroom. Cell phones must be turned off (vibrate alert is not “off”). Confiscated items will be turned in to the assistant principal’s office and may be picked up at the end of the day. 

7. Academic Honesty: Cheating (and plagiarism) includes both copying another’s answer/work as well as allowing someone to copy some or all of your answer/work. Either offense is considered cheating and will be dealt with as follows:

a. First Offense:  Zero or “F” on the assignment/test, call home, referral, and “N” for the grading period

b. Second Offense:  Zero or “F” on the assignment/test, call home, referral, “U” for the grading period, and possible “F” for the grading period

c. Third Offense:  Zero or “F” on the assignment/test, call home, referral, “U” for the semester, parent-teacher conference, and possible removal from class

Attendance/Credit Policy:

Students are expected to attend school daily, and be on time for class.  If a student is absent from class without a valid excuse or leaves class without the teacher’s permission, he/she is considered truant.


In accordance with State Education Code requirements, a student must be in class a minimum of 60 hours to receive five units of credit for that class.  A student may receive a failing grade for unexcused absences exceeding ten (10) days per semester (SMUSD Board Policy 5113).


Any student missing more than 30 days of any one class in a semester, will not receive credit for that class.


Students may not concurrently take a course that they are enrolled in at the high school.  Additionally, a course may only be remediated once the term has been completed.  Seniors only may remediate a second semester course during the summer, which may impact participation in the graduation ceremony and / or receipt of diploma.

Discipline Policy:

1. First classroom disruption = verbal warning, call home to parent, and possible teacher assigned detention.

2. Second classroom disruption = referral to Assistant Principal’s office.

3. Third classroom disruption = referral to Assistant Principal’s office and possible removal from class
